Who? Battelle Press is the book publishing component of Battelle. The Press publishes a wide variety of scientific and technical books written and edited by staff at Battelle, its subsidiaries and the national labs it manages or co-manages. The Press also develops and markets videos, CDs, and software on a wide range of science and technology research conducted at these facilities. Non-Battelle authors are published when there is a benefit to Battelle or to a Battelle client. The Press currently offers over 145 titles and published 9 new titles in 2005.
Why? Battelle encourages its staff to publish their research. Publishing books through Battelle Press enhances professional recognition, increases corporate awareness, promotes the authors’ areas of research, and gets Battelle-developed technology into the worldwide scientific and educational communities. Battelle Press also enables researchers to respond to client specific publishing needs. Many titles are the result of client or internal research, multi-authored books or conference proceedings.

How? Battelle Press operates like other book publishers, helping authors and editors move their works from concept through manuscript preparation, editing, design, typesetting, printing, marketing, and distribution. Books are marketed through direct mail, reviews in technical publications, magazine and journal advertising, and through our online bookstore, www.battelle.org/bookstore. Battelle Press books are also sold through other book marketing Web sites, including amazon.com and barnesandnoble.com, plus subject-specific sites.  

Authors are responsible for providing Battelle Press with edited manuscripts. The Press can provide funding for design, typesetting, printing, marketing, and distribution. Royalties are available and can be paid either directly to individuals or to staff departments or groups, depending on the policies of the managing entity.
